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Why schools need to be more EQ and less IQ
When Daniel Golemanʼs book on Emotional Intelligence was 
published in 1996 it caused quite a stir, became a bestseller and 
started a conversation across organizations of many different types 
about the way people behave and the value of strong interpersonal 
skills. The idea that intelligence is somehow fixed and we are all 
defined by that IQ (Intelligence Quotient) number has been rejected 
by many educationists and psychologists, however the idea of a 
more complex way of looking at people is never easy.

I like what Daniel Goleman has to say and a quick search on google 
or amazon demonstrates just how much demand there has been to 
develop his ideas. I recently received a copy of “The Emotionally 
Intelligent International School Teacher: Why Teacher EQ Matters” 
by Bill and Ochan Powell. There is a very succinct summary of 
Golemanʼs five dimensions of emotional intelligence:

• Self-knowledge
• Self-Management/Regulation
• Motivation
• Social Awareness
• Relationship Management 

The first chapter of the book sets a tone that resonates with the NIS 
Mission, in particular the development of the individual. Few books 
of this type have been written with international teachers and 
students as the focus. This chapter will be available on request from 
the school library. Although it may be somewhat challenging for non 
native English speakers it is certainly worth a look.

Next year our main teacher professional development goal will be 
focusing on ʻDifferentiated Learningʼ to heighten our ability to teach 
to all. I am delighted to tell you that the authors of the book 
mentioned above, Bill and Ochan Powell, will be working with 
teachers here on campus.

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Update on developments at “The Centre”

On Friday, January 8, some of our parents were taken over to The Centre for 
a tour to see how the new project is coming along. The parents were shown 
the conceptual drawings of what it will look like once completed and got a 
good look around the building site to see the progress that has already been 
made. Arek and John led the tours and it was great to see the progress that 
has been made in such a short space of time. 

The following Monday, January 11, it was the teachers turn to visit The 
Centre with John Holbery leading these tours. Everyone was impressed with 
the progress, and excited about being able to use the new pools and gym 
facilities in April.

Many changes will be noticeable over the coming weeks as we begin to see 
the unveiling of The Centre - the exterior is being painted, windows fitted and 
landscaping soon to commence. 60-70% of the work has been completed 
inside. We are on schedule and expect to open in early April. The Centre 
consists of five levels and is 6000 square metres in size. It will house all the 
schools administration staff as well as a large coffee lounge offering healthy 
snacks and drinks while also providing a great place to relax and socialize. 
There is a gym with fitness equipment catering for cardio and strength 
building workouts. The large multi-function room will be available for school 
functions, art exhibitions, exams and other community use. Also in place is a 
dance studio where different forms of dance will be offered both during and 
after school. 

There will be a 25m swimming pool with six lanes and a 13m x 8m toddlers 
pool. Each pool will operate on individual systems enabling us to run the 
toddlers at a warmer temperature. The swimming program will cater for all 
ages and abilities and be available for school as well as community use. 
Opening times and program schedules will be announced in the coming 
weeks.
