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NIS responds to Haitian Earthquake

Students have been quick to respond to the tragic impact of the 
earthquake in Haiti. The student responses are linked either to their 
studies, particularly in PYP Grades 3-5, or membership of clubs such 
as the Global Issues Network students in MYP and DP.

A small informal committee of teachers met on Monday to set tasks 
to support the students and adults in our community that want to 
help. Our immediate action is to raise money. We have chosen the 
charity and health service provider Partners in Health (www.pih.org). 
They are an established health group who have a history of over 20 
years working in Haiti, mainly in rural areas. The website 
www.charitynavigator.org which independently analyses the work of 
charities gives the Partners in Health a high rating.

We have two bottles at the entrance of the school to collect money. 
These are voluntary contributions and no one in our community 
should feel any pressure to give, this is a very personal choice. 
Parents wishing to make a more substantial contribution can make 
direct contact with Mr McLellan for advice.

The 
information provided explains how to read the report, but please contact me 
if you would like further clarification. 

We believe that standardised assessments, such as the ISA, provide 
valuable information to the school on how to adjust our teaching/learning 
programmes, as well as  information that allows us to best meet the needs 
of individual students. Please bring these reports with you for Three-Way 
Conference and discuss the results with your child#s Language and Math 
teachers. I am, of course, happy to meet with parents during Conferences to 
provide further explanation. I will also be giving a general report on our 
school results at a Coffee Morning, April 21st.

It was a problem entitled $Plus 
Minus# and was far from being as simple as the title suggests. In fact, the question was 
actually aimed at a target audience of Grade 9 and 10 mathematicians. Not to be put off 
by this trivial matter, Lyman spent time investigating which particularly interesting results 
can be made from calculating the difference of two squares. He even extended the task to 
analysing differences of two squares where the numbers were not integers. The website 
was clearly impressed with his level of thinking and included the following in their pages:

Lyman from Nanjing International School showed how the numbers could be made in lots of 
different ways by finding factors, including some examples using decimals. Here are some 
ways of making 1000:

So, closely following on from the school#s recent mathematical achievements in Beijing, 
we can again be proud that one of our community has had their academic efforts 
acknowledged by such a wide audience. Congratulations Lyman and I wait in expectation 
for the next mathematical breakthrough at NIS.
