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Security of Personal Items at School

NIS has a number of systems in place to ensure the security of personal items on school 
premises, but it remains true that these systems are not foolproof. Our students are provided with 
individual lockers and combination locks, students have time through the school day to access 
their lockers, however over time many students have not been using their lockers so things go 
missing. Any system works best when students are active participants, using the lockers for 
storage of valuable items, not leaving items lying around on the floor or in open lockers or outside 
classrooms seems like plain common sense. In addition to the student responsibility the school 
also uses closed circuit television covering most of the school premises which is a major deterrent 
against theft or unauthorised ʻborrowingʼ.

This week I have met with all MYP/DP students to give them the following message:
1. All students will have a school-provided combination lock on their locker by the end of this 

week. Students who have lost their locks or forgotten their combination numbers can see Mr 
Garrett in Admissions for replacements, which will be billed to parents. Lockers will be checked 
regularly from Monday.

2. No clothing or other items will be left outside classrooms. Any items found outside classrooms 
will regularly be taken to Lost Property. Any ʻtech itemʼ such as the Macbook, mouse, charger, 
cellphone or music player, will be brought to my office, and students can collect their items from 
me.

3. I trust that students will see the sense in the need to look after their own items. However, failure    
to have a school lock on the locker, or one of the ʻtechʼ items listed above being brought to me, 
will result in a Friday detention at the next appropriate opportunity - parents will be given a 
minimum of 2 days warning in such a case. Detention is not a desired institutional response, but 
in this case I hope it will be short-lived or hopefully, unnecessary.

NIS maintains the view that high value items not required for education, should preferably not be 
brought to school. We are however realists so if a student chooses to do so, they are responsible 
for the safekeeping of the item.

Theft is not a pervasive behaviour at NIS, but it is a concern we take seriously. It cuts to the core 
of our mission with emphasis on ʻrespectʼ which is for self, others and property. Theft of items 
damages our sense of trust and community in each other, and is a behaviour that shows a 
profound lack of respect. I am hopeful that parents will engage their children in conversations 
regarding the personal responsibility we have for our possessions, and that we will have full 
support as we continue to provide the best educational environment for our children.

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The Tulips are coming

Now that winter is coming to an end, itʼs time to 
think about tulips. The bulbs have been planted. 
The flowers have pushed upward through the 
soil and now they are looking for some warmth 
and sunshine before they can bloom. The recent 
bout of cold weather can not be good for the 
flowers but tulips are famous for surviving the 
turbulent weather characteristic of late winter 
and early spring.

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Now: Today we have an Equitrac managed printing 
system. We have 6 large, high speed Ricoh multifunction 
printers placed strategically around our campus. We 
removed the many separate, personal printers. Each 
participant now has an account with a central printer 
system. When we issue the print command, the print job 
goes to a central server, and awaits the customer going to 
a printer to ‘collect’ the job. At the time of printing, the 
customer is presented with the number of copies and the 
cost for each job.  We have assigned a print price for 
black and white and color printing to cover the actual use 
of toner and paper. Setting up various printer settings 
allows double side, 2 up printing, etc. At the time of the 
print, the customer confirms what they want to do and 
chooses the ‘accept’ button.  At the printer the customer 
scans their personal ID card to begin the print process. 
This completes the printing of a job. If one printer is too 
busy with many people waiting (which does not happen 
after) the customer can go to any printer in the school to 
‘collect’ their job. If the customer does not collect the job, 
the print request is deleted in a preset amount of time. 
Again, no wasted, unwanted prints laying in the tray like 

Then: Our school was 
like many other schools. 
Printers became 
cheaper over the years, 
ink jet printing 
especially became so 
cheap that the ink 
cartridges cost more 
than the printer! We 
had 60 or so personal 
laser writer printers 
with print server 
attachments so that 
they could be accessed 
over our LAN by 
anyone. Students and 
faculty were required to 
configure each printer 
that they wanted to use. 
In network based 
printing we had a huge 
waste of paper partly 
due to mistakes when 
sending the print job to 
a printer that was in 
some other part of the 
campus, and of course, 
not walking the distance 
to pick it up. Other 
waste occurred from 
printing carelessly when 
not needed. Overall we 
did not manage 
printing, it just 
happened each day, 
repairs, paper and toner 
cartridges just 
happened.

before. In addition, this electronic ID card is also the same card for the library, food 
systems and network logins.

Each staff member and student is given a fixed amount of money in their account 
annually. We are adjusting the amount according to our first year usage that we are 
undergoing. (2009-2010) In addition, the necessity of many private printers for 
confidential or sensitive information has lessened due to the fact you can’t receive the 
print job unless you are standing there to pick it up. We do have some private 
printers in the admin area, however.

These printers can do many things: photo quality scanners, sending the scans directly 
to our email accounts for no cost to the customer; The printers can read USB and 
upload an entire folder of photos or images directly to our email or pre determined 
server folder area; These printers are also copy machines, each charging for the 
copies at the preprogramed rates.

Finally we get extensive reports of personal and group usage. We currently lease 
these machines and the service that may be required. 

Conclusion: we are now managing our printing needs through information made 
available from the server, wasting far less paper, reducing our overall costs, and 
increasing the personal awareness that printing costs money - we are the persons 
who can make a difference.  We heartily recommend this system.
